2019/66
Cheshire Constabulary.
Following reports of Anti Social Behaviour on the playing field, foot patrols had visited the area but nothing had been spotted.


There were 2 burglaries last month in the village. No one has yet been apprehended.


Mobile speed monitoring signs are now available for use by the police force in the various areas where reports are received about speeding. These signs will record the speeds vehicles travel and the data will be collated by Warrington Borough Council.


PCSO will speak with the Warrington Borough Council to establish the fine applicable to anyone contravening by-laws by taking a dog on to the playing field.


2019/67
Local Plan / Survey.
The Chairman of Parish Plan Committee expressed upset on behalf of the committee with regard to the outlying areas of Croft not receiving copies of the Parish Plan Survey. The survey has been created to discover how the Parish’s households value the locality’s assets and characteristics. Household’s views on how the Parish might develop were also sought.


The committee also produced a child-friendly survey that was presented in the schools to get the views and priorities of children in Croft. 


Cllr Bland was dismayed that the survey had not been delivered to all households. He informed the meeting that the company hired to distribute the newsletters and surveys was given a map of the Parish along with a list of street names and that the company was aware of what was expected.

No invoice has been received for work completed.


Upon receipt of the invoice, the Clerk is to contact the distributor to formally raise concerns about the areas missed for delivery.

Travellers – Minute 2019/27.
Councillor Bowden and Warrington Borough Council had each been contacted. An acknowledgement had been received from the Council who had advised that the matter had been forwarded to the Traveller Liaison Officer. No other response has been received.

Speed activated road signs – Minute 2019/32.
The Officer dealing with the case is off sick and the case has stalled in his absence.

Weight restriction on Stone Pit Lane – Minute 2019/55.
The Clerk has arranged for Mr. Mark Tune of Warrington Borough Council to attend the next meeting to address the Winwick Lane weight restriction order imposed by Wigan MBC. Mr. Tune will also respond to queries about restricting access to Stone Pit Lane.

General Data Protection Regulations. 
Members were presented with the Council’s Privacy Notice, which they were asked to consider and sign. Croft Parish Council have overarching policies in place with regards to data security and are currently working on creating more specific policies.

Financial Report.
As the statement for April had not been delivered in time for the last meeting, this pack included financial reports for the months of April and May. Members noted that the investment of £66,000 with Warrington BC on 7 days notice had been processed and was reflected in the April creditor schedule.

2019/74
Bollards for behind the playing field gate.
The Clerk informed Members that the 3 quotes had been obtained for the supply and installation of the same bollard. The costs were £911.58, £842.90 and £750 (plus VAT). If members wished for a more secure locking mechanism in the bollards the cost would increase slightly.

The Clerk to arrange the supply and installation of the security bollards with the lowest quote. Members agreed for the purchase of the more secure locking mechanism.


2019/75
Undergrowth.
Two quotes were obtained to remove detritus and undergrowth from under hedgerows. Warrington Borough Council advised that neither contractor was approved by them. Using contractors would necessitate traffic control and work inspections by Warrington BC. Failure to comply with either of those requisites would result in a fine.
Warrington BC are currently trialling a new contractor and suggested that the Parish Council could allocate the sum they were willing to pay for work to the borough council who would then inform the Parish Council how much of the authorised work this would cover.

The Parish Council declined this offer and asked the Clerk to suggest to the Borough Council that they should be fulfilling this work without any contribution from the Parish Council.


2019/76
Broken Equipment on children’s play area.
Quotes have been obtained to repair the ‘Scorpion’ piece of equipment on the children’s play area. The current supplier quoted £1362 and an alternative supplier quoted £2993.
Resolved
to accept lower quote and Clerk to request that bearings in the equipment are greased during the quarterly inspections of the equipment.


2019/77
Repairs to play surfaces at the Playing Field (Minute ref. 2019/34).
Quotes have been obtained for refilling gaps created by shrinkage of the safety material.
Based on a previous linear meter value, one provider would cost in excess of £18,000. The most recent quote from another provider was £7,350.

To skim the surfaces would cost and additional £3,340.

Members wished to know the length of guarantee that would be associated with the works, but in view of both the fast deteriorating condition of the surfaces and the health and safety implications it was
Resolved
The Clerk to undertake further investigation into the costs of the edging repairs and acquiring a guarantee for the work. Subsequent to that work the Clerk is to arrange for the lowest quote to be accepted and the work to be undertaken in advance of the Croft Carnival.

Duchy Home Ltd – Full major planning major – Proposed construction of 11 dwellings.

Members objected to this application on the grounds that the proposed development is on greenbelt land and on ground that currently does not have permanent structures in place. There were also concerns around implications of additional traffic being added to what is already a busy area, the lack of provision of visitor parking in the development and the potential for cars to be left parked on the main road. There was no inclusion of plans for where sewage water would drain to and the affordable housing that had been mentioned originally had now been withdrawn.
