NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that, in not less than 7 days from the date of this Notice, the Council intends to make an Order under Section 14 of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984.  The effect of which will be as follows: -

Temporary Prohibition of Driving and Clearway:
Smithy Brow – Its entire length.
Southworth Lane – From Blackbrook Avenue to Smithy Brow.
Dam Lane – From Smithy Brow for 50m.
Smithy Lane – From Smithy Brow for 50m.
Lord Street – From Smithy Brow to Mustard Lane/Heath Lane.
The Order will be effective from 14th January 2019 for 7 weeks, between the hours of 7pm and 1am, when signed on site.  Access will be under the control of the relevant Contractor for the duration of the works.

The restrictions are required to undertake carriageway surfacing.
