THE BOROUGH OF WARRINGTON (VARIOUS ROADS IN WARRINGTON) 
(PROHIBITION OF DRIVING AND CLEARWAY) TEMPORARY ORDER 2019
NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that, in not less than 7 days from the date of this Notice, the Council intends to make an Order under Section 14 of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984.  The effect of which will be as follows: -

Temporary Prohibition of Driving and Clearway:
Mustard Lane – From its junction with Heath Lane to its junction with Wigshaw Lane
Wigshaw Lane – From its junction with Mustard Lane to its junction with Glaziers Lane

Lady Lane – From its junction with Mustard Lane for 50m

Cross Lane – From its junction with New Lane to its junction with Warrington Road
Lady Lane – From its junction with Cross Lane for 50m

Spring Lane – From its junction with New Lane to its junction with Mill House Lane

Thelwall New Road – From its junction with Higher Knutsford Road to its junction with All Saints Drive

Summer Lane – From its junction with Pillmoss Lane to the Borough Boundary

Pillmoss Lane – From its junction with Summer Lane/Hatton Lane to the Borough Boundary

Warrington Lane – From Burford Lane to the Borough Boundary

Northwich Road – From change of speed limit approximately 400m North West of Stockley Lane to the Borough Boundary
Well Lane – From Northwich Road to Mosshall Lane

Stockley Lane
- From Northwich Road to the Borough Boundary

Fearnhead Lane – From Cinnamon Lane to Crab Lane

The Order will be effective from 1st April 2019 for 6 weeks between 9:30am and 3:30pm except for Northwich Road which will be between 9pm and 1am, when signed of site, however it is envisaged that the works will only take between 1 and 4 days at each location.  Access will be under the control of the relevant Contractor for the duration of the works.
The alternative routes will be:

Mustard Lane/Wigshaw Lane via Glaziers Lane, Warrington Road, Birchwood Park Avenue, Birchwood Way, Blackbrook Avenue, Mill Lane, Delph Lane, Southworth Lane, Smithy Brow, Lord Street and vice versa.
Cross Lane via New Lane, Smithy Lane, Lord Street, Mustard Lane, Wigshaw Lane, Glaziers Lane, Warrington Road and vice versa.

Spring Lane via Mill House Lane, Smithy Lane, New Lane and vice versa.
Thelwall New Road via B5157 Bell Lane, B5157 Lymm Road, A56 Stockport Road, A50 Knutsford Road, A50 Higher Knutsford Road and vice versa.
Summer Lane/Pillmoss Lane via Newton Lane, Chester Road, Daresbury Lane, Hatton Lane and vice versa, or, via Hatton Lane, London Road, Tarporley Road, Pillmoss Lane and vice versa.

Warrington Lane via Burford Lane, Higher Lane, Lymm Road and vice versa.

Northwich Road via Tarporley Road, Ash House Lane, Cogshall Lane, Warrington Road, The Avenue, Gibbs Hill, Northwich Road and vice versa.

Stockley Lane via Northwich Road, Birch Tree Lane and vice versa.

Fearnhead Lane via Insall Road, Blackbrook Avenue, Birchwood Way, Crab Lane and vice versa.

The restrictions are required for highway patching and surface dressing.
